Sandi Hartman, Booster President, called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm.

A warm welcome to Patrick Corvington a student intern from FSU, he will be here for the semester.

Help!  The Spirit of Bartram is in need of an enclosed trailer, plus drivers for both football games and competitions.  We also need a refrigerator for the concession stand.  Please contact Sandi Hartman if anyone can donate these items.

Chaperones!  Sherri McKenna needs all new and returning chaperones to complete and turn in a new SJCSD Volunteer Form.  The form is available on the band website www.spiritofbartram.org  print out the form, complete the information and turn it in at the band office or to Sherri.

Volunteer Opportunities!  We need parents to help chaperone games and competitions as well as work the concession stand at our home games.  Please see Sherri McKenna to sign up as a chaperone and Becky Maara for concessions.  Sign up sheets will be available at all the Booster Meetings!

We still need water bottle donations, the students drink about 5000 bottles a season!  The 16.9oz bottles work the best.  Cash donations are also welcome.

Yeah!  We are getting running water and increased power to our concession stand soon.

First Pay to play payment of $100.00 is due August 21st, this is the Uniform rental fee.  Uniforms will not be given to the student until this amount is paid.

The next payment will be $150.00 due the first week in November.

Payments should be made by check (no cash please).  Please put the students name and reason for the payment in the memo section and place it in the office safe.

Band Practice will be Tuesday evenings from 6pm to 8:30pm and Thursday’s after school from 3:15pm to 4:30pm.  Please check the website calendar for practice dates, sectionals, football games and competition days.

Mr. Duckett  is big on punctuality – practices will start on time and end on time!  It is very important to be at all rehearsals.

3 Saturday Competitions are planned:

September 22nd – Performance at Newsom High School, Lithia, FL (Tampa Area) noon to late (Midnight) One performance event.

October 6th – Performance at North Marion High School (north of Ocala), noon to midnight, Prelims and Finals.

November 3rd – District Marching Assessment at Fleming Island, 4pm – 10pm

Senior Night is September 28th Band Seniors and their parents are recognized at half time.

August 31st will be our first football game (home game).  A written itinerary will be given to each student to keep with him or her.  It will also be posted on the board in the band room and on the website.  We will open the concession stand early (5pm) to feed the students at discounted pricing, about ¾ of the students stay at BTHS instead of going home.  You can bring your uniform that morning and hang it in the band room.

Long hair needs to be braided or tied back if not long enough to braid. No watches, no earrings, no necklaces or other jewelry.  No bright or noticeable makeup or lipstick (except guard as part of their uniform as determined by Ben Adams).  Turn your cell phones off! 

Pant length should be to top of shoe but with no break in the line of the garment.  Do not cut the garment – just hem as needed, the bib pants have shoulder straps that can be adjusted also.

If a student is late or fails inspection they loose their 3rd quarter break and has to clean the band room after the game.

Our first away game is September 7th, inspection is at 5:15pm and the buses leave at 5:45pm.  We should be back at BTHS at 10:15pm.

On October 12th there is an away game at Madison County, the stadium is too small for the entire band so a pep band or just percussion will attend.

For this Friday night’s game inspection will be at 6pm (by the band room clock) do not be late!

Game starts at 7:30pm (Home field) and will finish around 10:00pm.

Please pick up your student at the band room not the stadium; traffic is very heavy game nights!

Uniforms will be distributed tomorrow, guard uniforms are on order.

Instrumentalist Uniforms consist of polyester wool Jacket and bib pants, gloves, black marching shoes (ordered), hats will be distributed the day of the game/competition and returned (do not go home).  Black socks (your own – not footies – need to be calf length).  White T-Shirt (if show shirt not here) and shorts worn under bib pants.

Many of the Dry Cleaners in the area offer discounts if you mention BTHS band.  The uniforms need to be dry-cleaned – do not machine wash, do not iron. 

After a game or performance please do not leave a wet uniform in a closed garment bag, hang to dry until you can have it dry cleaned.  Febreeze spray helps when we have back-to-back performances.

We have 173 students signed up so far for marching band; we are still the largest band in the district.

Guard Uniforms consist of Jazz pants, Red and Black top, black dance shoes and hair jewels (on order from ALGY).  

Band Camp Update – Jason and Rick were very impressed at how attentive the students are!  On time and working well together – great job!

Mrs. Jansen thanked the Drumline for their performance at the teachers meeting last month.
