- Lunch is held is four main areas: Main Cafeteria, Small Cafeteria, Courtyard, and 9t
Grade Cafeteria (for our 9t grade students).

o Thursday: Zaxby's

- Please note that students will have to provide their student ID to purchase
food items. This is a policy that will NOT be enforced until the 2rd week of
school.

- Asareminder, For the first couple of days, please expect there to be LONG
delays in the afternoon. Please adhere to the following procedures for Parent Pick
Up.

o AUDITORIUM PARKING LOT:
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= Once you enter the parking lot, there is one way in and one way
out.

*  Your student will be required to wait on the sidewalk until you pull
up. For safety reasons, we will not be letting students walk to
vehicles in line or on the main school road.

o FRONT ADMINISTRATION CIRCLE:

= The other location you may pick up your student is the front by the
administration building.

- No student can be picked up in the bus loop, the 9t grade center, or any other
parking lot.

- All drivers must abide by the traffic laws, meaning no U-turns, no driving on
the grass to get around the other vehicles, parking in designated areas only,
not cutting across parking spots, abiding by posted speed limits, wearing seat
belts, etc.

- A St. Johns Sherriff’s Office Deputy will be on campus to make sure all rules are
followed.

BUS RIDERS

- ALL 7t period teachers have been provided with individualized student bus
lists. Please have your student check with their 7th period teacher to correctly
identify their bus.

- Buses will leave the Bartram Trail campus at exactly 4:00pm daily. Please
make sure that your student gets to the bus loop in a timely manner.
