- Photocopy of proof of United States citizenship: birth
certificate, naturalization papers, or information page of U.S.

Passport
- Recent photograph that can be used in a news release

of 8 1/2” x 11” sheets of white paper.

- Completed application package should be stapled in the top,

left-hand corner.
