Possibly AP or dual
enrollment courses.

Going to a vocational
school? Students
may want to take
classes at FCTC
(First Coast Technical
College) to get a
jump start on their
education for

free. Some courses
count as high school
electives and others
count as dual
enrollment.

Going to SJRSC or
another state
college? Tuition is
less expensive!
Students should take
classes that will
prepare them for
their major. Possibly
dual enrollment.

Students who plan to enroll in Dual Enrollment for the summer or fall semesters need
to let their Counselors know during registration and complete the appropriate
paperwork.

BRIGHT FUTURES

Seniors may apply for BF after October 15t of their senior year. Senior school counselors will be
providing Financial Aid lessons and give seniors the opportunity to complete their online
application. Students will need their SSN.

Students should keep up with their course work and maintain a high GPA - especially in CORE
classes (English, Math, Science, Social Studies, World Language).

Students should stay involved in school and their community.
Students should turn in service hours/paid work hours to Ms. Richards in the Guidance office.

Students should take the ACT, SAT, and/or CLT, and send scores to one of Florida’s 12 Universities
when registering.

Bright Futures (and colleges) super score these test (take the student’s highest subject score from
the total of times taken).
