All student schedules for the 2022-23 school year are currently being processed.
BTHS students will be able to view tentative schedules on Home
Access Center (HAC) on August 3™ from 7:30am-4:00pm.
If there are any scheduling issues, a form will be provided for students to submit. Limited
changes will be allowed following the district progression plan.

HAC (Home Access Center)

The Home Access Center (HAC) is a web-based application that is part of the Student
Information system, eSchoolPLUS. HAC allows students and parents to view their child’s
educational information via a secure, password-protected website. The HAC portal provides
parents and students with a daily summary page of student information including schedule and
attendance, discipline information, class work, test scores, grades and course requests. It also
allows students to view their own records in the system to help keep them informed and actively
participating in their progress. Accounts for newly registered students will be created the day after
the registration is completed in eSchoolPLUS. For additional information on the HAC portal, access

Schoology

Schoology is an online tool that manages curriculum, assessments, grading
and other classroom management tasks and is a communication platform for
educators and students in grades 6 -12. This tool is an integral part of how
teachers design and implement their lesson plans, assignments and grades.
They will use it to post updates to their class and to communicate with parents.
Parents are also welcomed to join Schoology by using this link:

Parents can see their Schoology Access code in HAC under the Registration tab,
then Additional Info.

Supply List
Students will receive a supply list from their teachers on the first day of school.
Best practice is for students to bring a pen, pencil, highlighter and folder
with pockets for the first few days of school.

Lockers and Student ID’s

New students arriving during the school year will be provided with a form
to submit if they wish to be issued a locker, and will receive their
student ID after school begins or after registration if they enroll
during the school year. There is a $5 replacement fee for lost Student 1D’s.

Bus Transportation

New students should expect notification from Transportation regarding their bus assignment
approximately 1-2 weeks prior to the first day of school. This information will also be located in
HAC under the Registration tab. If a new student registers during the school year and the parent

has requested a bus on the student registration paperwork, and they are provided one: MS.

Richards (Guidance Administrative Secretary) will contact transportation and relay the bus
information to the parent. Any student within 2 miles of the school will not be assigned a bus.
If you have any questions, please call Transportation at (904) 547-7810.

Virtual School

Students may take virtual courses for first time credit or grade recovery. Each student
must take at least one full course virtually to meet graduation requirements. Students
may take a virtual course via St. Johns Virtual School or Florida Virtual School.
Students may discuss virtual options with their school counselor.



Dual Enroliment
Students meeting eligibility requirements may apply for dual enroliment.
Dual enroliment is offered off campus through St. Johns
River State College, and off campus at First Coast Technical College.
Students may discuss dual enroliment options with their school counselor.

Media Center
The Media Center is open weekdays from 8:45am to 3:45pm and during lunches for
students to read, do research, check out materials, and use computers.

Textbooks

Textbooks are issued through the Media Center either at the beginning of the school
year or on a new student’s first day of school. It is the student’s responsibility to return
their textbooks in good condition at the end of the school year.

Testing
For information on End of Course exams (EOC's), Florida Standards
Assessments (FSA), District Exam testing, AP testing, and ACT/SAT
testing, please visit the Testing link on the BTHS webpage.
Testing requirements for high school graduation may be found on
the Florida Department of Education Academic Advisement Flier
included later in this packet.

Ordering Transcripts

Seniors needing final transcripts sent to colleges, NCAA, Common Application, etc.
must submit a request via Parchment. Thanks to our PTO, electronic transcripts
are sent free of charge to almost any college or university in the country for current
students. The link to Parchment found on the main page of the BTHS website. Click on
the link in the center of the page that says ‘Order Records’. Final transcript requests
remain free of charge through July of graduation year.



Dress Code

Personal attire shall not be worn to school if it creates a safety issue within the
learning environment. Personal attire may be in the style of the day, but clothing that
is revealing or distracting in character is unacceptable. Clothing, piercings and
accessories shall not be worn if they display profanity, violence, discriminatory
messages, sexually suggestive phrases or characters, advertisements, phrases or symbols
of alcohol, tobacco or drugs. Students are prohibited from wearing clothing that exposes
underwear or that exposes body parts in an indecent or vulgar manner. Skirts, dresses, shorts,
baggies, and culottes no shorter than mid-thigh length are acceptable. Skirts shorter than mid-
thigh worn with leggings or tights are not acceptable. Pants must be worn at the waist, no
boxer shorts or underwear may be visible. Midriff or "cut-out” dresses and “cut out” tops may
not be worn. Extremely short skirts are not allowed. Revealing clothing, pajamas and lingerie
are not acceptable. Underwear must not be exposed. The principals or designees will
determine the appropriateness of attire. Please refer to the 2022-2023
Student Code of Conduct for updates and revisions.

Attendance

Regular school attendance is a necessary part of a student’s education. Excessive absences
impair a student’s educational progress, impacts whether the student passes or fails a grade,
and may result in court proceedings and/or the loss of driving privileges.

Students will be considered absent when they miss 50% of their school day.
Absences shall be classified and treated as follows:

Excused Absences include the following: personal iliness, scheduled doctor or dentist
appointments, illness of an immediate family member, death in the family, religious holidays of the
student’s religious faith, required court appearance or subpoena by a law enforcement agency,
special events, including, but not limited to, important public functions, student conferences,
student state/national competitions that are school-sponsored, administrative approved post-
secondary educational institution visitation, as well as exceptional cases of family need. Students
must get permission from the principal at least five days in advance.

Unexcused Absences include the following: shopping trips, pleasure trips,
Suspension from school, appointments without prior approval except in case of emergency,
truancy, other avoidable absences.

Reporting Absences - Any student who has been absent from school should visit the
BTHS website and complete the automated attendance form. If received, the student will
get an email or text message within the following school day indicating that the
excused absence request is being reviewed.

Planned Absences - In case of a planned absence, the parent or guardian shall provide
written notice at least five (5) days prior to the absence. The fact that such notice is
provided does not require the administration to treat the absence as excused. Rather,
the principal or designee will determine whether such absence meets the criteria for
an excused absence as listed above.

Truancy - A student may be deemed truant after (i} five (5) unexcused absences,
or absences for which the reasons are unknown, within a calendar month,
or (ii) ten (10) unexcused absences, or absences for which the reasons are unknown,
within a 90-calendar-day period.

For more information concerning student absences,
please refer to the Student Code of Conduct.



Early Check-Out

Complete the Early Check-Out Form on the BTHS website under Attendance. This form MUST be
completed PRIOR to 10:30am on the DAY OF the check out. An Early Release pass will be
sent to your student. Your student will leave class at the specified time and come to the Front
Office. Parents come to the Front Office and present their ID and sign out their student. If the
online form is not submitted, parents must come to the Front Office, present their ID, sign-out the
student and then wait for a pass to be delivered to the student.

Financial Aid/ Bright Futures/Scholarships

Typically, there are four categories of Financial Aid:

Federal Student Aid: Money from grants, work-study and loans. Seniors should
apply for FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) beginning October 1,

State Financial Aid: Grants and scholarships awarded by the state of Florida.
Bright Futures and First Generation Grants are the most common. Seniors should

apply for Bright Futures beginning October 1%,
Institution Financial Aid: Colieges and universities will often offer scholarships
and loans. Students should visit the website of these institutions.

Private Aid: Scholarships often come from a wide variety of sources. Seniors should
check out the scholarship links found on the Guidance page on the BTHS website.

NCAA Information

Information all student-athletes need to know as they consider college sports is
available at www.ncaa.org/playcollegesports. Student-athletes are guided
through current and upcoming initial-eligibility requirements, recruiting guidelines,
and timelines for staying on track in high school. A wide range of frequently-asked
questions addressing issues from academic and amateurism eligibility to
high school and core-course review are easily searchable as well.

Juniors and Seniors who plan on playing NCAA Division I or II sports in college must
register with the NCAA Eligibility Center. This should be done during the student-
athlete’s junior year before taking the ACT or SAT for the first time.

As a member of the St. Johns County School District, BTHS is a high performance school consistently recognized
by the State of Florida for academic excellence and by Newsweek and The Washington Post as one of the best schools in
the nation. BTHS offers students the VyStar Academy of Business & Finance and the Academy of Design & Construction.
The Design Academy features Architecture, Interior Design, and Fashion Design. BTHS offers Advanced Placement
courses, Air Force ROTC, Dual Enrollment, and the AVID College Prep program.

Established in 1821, St. Johns County is primarily a residential area best known for its county seat of St. Augustine. The
county’s economic industry is tourism. Visitors and residents frequent the historical landmarks, beaches, parks, and golf
courses sprinkled alongside the many miles of accessible waterways offered by the St. Johns River and the Atlantic Ocean.
